 Work with overlapping teams of scientists, regulators, consultants, and public agency staff to 

coordinate ongoing water quality monitoring programs, under the direction of the Water 

Programs Manager 

 Outreach to stakeholders of these programs to provide oral and written progress and final 

reports. 

 Assist the Water Programs Manager on related projects and activities, as requested. 

 Work with the Watershed Council staff on related activities to achieve our goals and vision.
